I think that maybe letting the class know that there will be a quiz every day in the beginning of the semester would be beneficial or at least
letting know the class the class before that we will be having a quiz and what it will be on would help out a lot of students. in the beginning
of the semester I wasn't sure if the quizzes were only going to be temporary or permanent for the remainder of the course. Sometime I also
felt like I was questioning what was going to be on the next quiz and would study for the wrong thing, which ended up affecting me. 

I would have appreciated the study guides more if the problems in there were akin to the difficulty of the actual exams. On exam 2, I felt
that most of the problems from the study guide were underwhelming in comparison to the problems from the actual exams and it gave me
a false sense of hope.
