B - too much time is wasted at the beginning of class discussing things that have nothing to do with the course.
- the time spent at the beginning of class separating into groups could’ve been used more appropriately to discuss questions students had
on the homework or lectures.
- consider evenly dividing group and individual quizzes throughout the semester- some work better in groups while others have a hard time
focusing, especially with the time constraint.
- the book was very confusing in comparison to the lectures, perhaps a different book will be of greater advantage to students.
- there is absolutely too much material to cover for each exam, and new material is only discussed once in class- not enough repetition in
my opinion.
- I would rather have more exams with less material and more repetitiveness of material than having a curve on every exam...
- | found the material easy and | enjoyed it, it was just too much for me to grasp on to, and it was especially more discouraging because |
felt Professor Raval expected too much too soon, some of the quizzes seemed too tricky. His response was he expects us to know the
material sideways- while | expect the same from myself, the course was not structured for students to learn to solve this way.
Repetitiveness and in-class lectures and solving problems on the board as a class may be useful in this course.
